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   The construction of the Hope Again Medical 

Center (HAMC) outpatient building has con-

tinued. At the beginning of March, materials 

arrived on site while the foundations were 

being excavated. The substructure was then 

built, and the cement floor was poured.  In an 

earthquake-prone area, such as Kaihura, the 

substructure of this building had to be strong, 

and that was definitely accomplished; with it 

being a medical clinic, we were certainly okay 

with that!   

   During the month of April, the work contin-

ued with the preparation and construction of 

the concrete slab for the building and veran-

das. A decision was made to expand the foun-

dation of the patient wards, which for little 

additional cost, will make a big difference dur-

ing busy clinic times.  

   The April rains slowed work a bit, but every 

one on site has worked very hard under the 

hot Ugandan sun on all other days. During 

these two months, thousands of liters of wa-

ter were carted by the workers from the 

nearby spring. Hundreds of wheelbarrows 

were mixed with a hoe. About eight truck-

loads of brick were laid. Approximately 150 

pieces of rebar were bent into shape to form 

columns and beams. And many hours of work 

were put in by workers who are thrilled to be 

working and be helping with this project. Pay-

ment for a dayõs very hard work in this part of 

Uganda is $2.50 for non-technical labor, and 

$5.00 for technical labor.  These guys have 

been working 10 hours a day, and have done 

an outstanding job! 

   Things have been moving along swiftly on 

the job site, but unfortunately the lack of fund-

ing is drawing this project to a halt.  The total 

cost of the project will be approximately 

$175,000 USD.  We are now working to raise 

$125,000 USD.
