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   More than fifty people from the U.S. will be 

travelling to Uganda during the months of June 

and July to volunteer in different areas. As the 

folks on the ground helping to facilitate these 

teams of volunteers, we were tasked with 

arranging transport, lodging, meals, projects, 

etc. The volunteers will be visiting Kaihura 

(western Uganda), Agape Childrenõs Village 

(central Uganda), and Koreng (eastern 

Uganda); therefore, we had a lot of travelling 

to do ahead of the teams to arrange the differ-

ent aspects of their work and travel.  

   We will be sharing with you about our time 

with the volunteers over the coming months. 

There is no doubt that they will be making 

significant contributions in the communities 

where they will be working and we encourage 

you to keep up with their activities and per-

sonal stories on Embrace Ugandaõs blog.  

 

   While we were in Koreng, we visited Ka-

dacar Primary School. We had shared with 

you in the past that this school has been 

meeting under grass-thatched and stick struc-

tures, as well as mango trees. Some months 

back, the local government committed to 

building 4 classrooms and two latrine struc-

tures for this school. It has taken a long time 

for the governmentõs work to be completed, 

but on this monthõs visit we found good pro-

gress being made on the buildings. Both class-

room structures are almost to the point of 

being roofed! In addition, the sub-county gov-

ernment has donated 54 desks to the school. 

   We also learned that the school has been 

struggling to hire teachers and retain them 

due to lack of funding from the government.  

We, together with the school, have been hop-

ing that the government would place addi-

tional teachers at the school, which has been 

operating largely with volunteer teachers. 

Unfortunately the government did not place 

additional teachers, and the school lost 2 

teachers, leaving the school with only 3 paid 

teachers. The school currently has 488 stu-

dents enrolled in grades 1 to 6.  

    

   After confirming the schoolõs need and de-

sire to hire additional staff, Embrace Uganda  

began taking the steps to raise the salaries to 

pay 4 additional teachers. The salaries have 

now been secured for the first few months!!  

This will be an ongoing need, so please feel 

free to donate if you feel led and are able to 

do so. 

 

   In addition, Embrace Uganda has finished 

raising funds for the construction of a well on 

the school grounds.  The student attendance 

had dropped during a large part of the dry 

season in the past year due to the long dis-

tance that the students would have to travel 

to get water to drink. Also, the construction 

of the school buildings has delayed because of 

lack of water on site. As you can imagine, the 

presence of the well on the school grounds 

will be a huge addition to the education of 488 

children. Thank you to all that donated to 

support Kadacar Primary School!! 

 

   On the side of Agape Childrenõs Village, we 

would like to report that things are well for 

the approximately 40 children that live at this 

home. The only thing that they need with 

some urgency is to replace the broken water 

pump that they had at the home. The village is 

able to buy water for about 2 weeks out of 

the month, and the children are forced to 

fetch water during the other 2 weeks of the 

month.  In this area it can be unsafe for the 

children to fetch water in the evenings.  Please 

pray with us for a new pump for children at 

Agape Childrenõs Village.  The costs is $3,500.
